Exhibitors and Merchandisers Contract
This is a legal contract, which entitles you to display/vend in your assigned space (as outlined below) during the Canadian Haunted Attractions Conference (hereinafter ‘CHAC’). In return for the use of the space assigned to the Vendor by the CHAC, the Vendor agrees to abide by all rules and regulations stipulated below and pay the required fee. In return, the CHAC agrees to advertise and promote this event. 
 The CHAC will be held at the Crowne Plaza Hamilton, 150 King Street East, Hamilton, Ontario, CANADA, from April 13th to April 15th, 2012. Standard Booth Space will be approximately 10 feet by 10 feet in size. The price for this booth is as outlined below. The booth will include complimentary wireless high speed internet access. Pricing does NOT include electrical access, tables, chairs, table cloth, or trash receptacles. These are available directly from the Hotel for an additional fee and must be negotiated with the Hotel separately. If a Vendor provides their own drapery, skirting, table dressing, or partitions, they shall be black in color, unless otherwise agreed upon by CHAC. Special requirements will be priced at time of request. 
Standard Booth Space Fees

$135 CDN (single), $250 CDN (double), $350 CDN (triple), $425 CDN (quad)
(ALL FUNDS ARE STATED IN CANADIAN DOLLARS, INCLUDING TAXES) 
For single and double spaces, payment is due at time of registration. For triples or quads, a deposit of at least 50% of the registration fee is due at time of registration. Balance of payment is due no later than March 1st, 2012. Refunds will be provided, less a $25 administration fee, if cancellation is made prior to March 1st, 2012. No refund will be provided after March 1st, 2012. 
The following comprises the Agreement of the Vendor:

1. INSURANCE: Vendors are required by CHAC and its Insurance Provider, to carry adequate event and product liability insurance, and provide proof of said coverage in the form of a Certificate of Insurance, naming CHAC and the Crowne Plaza Hamilton as additional insured’s. The CHAC will provide its Insurance Provider and the Crowne Plaza Hamilton with a list of all Vendors and Certificates of Insurance. 

2. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY: The Crowne Plaza Hamilton and CHAC assumes absolutely no liability for any property placed on the facilities by the Vendor and are therefore expressly relieved and discharged from any and all liability for loss, injury, or damage to persons or property that may be sustained by reason of the occupancy of the Crowne Plaza Hamilton under this agreement and all security or other protective agreement desired by the Vendor must be provided by separate agreement with the Crowne Plaza Hamilton.
3. INDEMNITY: The Vendor agrees to defend, indemnify, and save CHAC, its agents, their officers, agents and employees, harmless from any and all losses, claims, actions, costs, expenses, judgments, subrogation’s, or other damages resulting in death, or damage, including loss or destruction to property of whatsoever nature arising out of, attendant to this agreement and contract. 

4. COSTS AND ATTORNEY’S FEES: Should the CHAC or its agents or other Vendors file suit or action against the Vendor on any cause arising in any way from this agreement and contract, the Vendor agrees to pay the CHAC such reasonable costs, such as attorney’s fees and court costs, that the court having jurisdiction of the case may determine, in addition to the costs and disbursement allowed to a prevailing party as a matter of law. 

5. RESTRICTIONS ON EXHIBITS: The CHAC and its agent reserves the right to restrict as allowed by law the operation of any exhibit which may become objectionable to other Vendors, exhibitors, or to the general public in attendance. 

6. SHOW SERVICES: Tables, chairs and other materials not expressly covered by this agreement are the responsibility of the Vendor. The CHAC and/or the Crowne Plaza Hamilton have final say in the acceptability of these other materials if supplied by the Vendor. 

7. FIRE & LIFE SAFETY: All exhibits must comply with the Fire and Life Safety Regulations having jurisdiction in Hamilton, Ontario, Canada at the time of the convention. For more information, contact the Office of the Fire Marshal (OFM) for Ontario. No flammable or combustible liquids or vapors will be permitted on the premises. 

8. EVENT NOT HELD: The CHAC shall not be liable for any damages or expenses incurred by Vendors in the event the show is delayed, interrupted or not held as scheduled, and if for any reason beyond the control of CHAC the event is not held. The CHAC may retain so much of the amount paid by Vendors as necessary to defray expenses already incurred by CHAC. 

9. CURRENCY: Vendors agree to accept Canadian Currency if offered as payment. 
10. IDENTIFICATION: All presenters, exhibitors, and Vendors will receive gate passes identifying them as such, and this must be carried with you at all times. 

11. SET UP AND TEAR DOWN: Vendors must be set up and ready to do business no later than noon on Friday, April 13th, 2012. Vendors may not tear down prior to 2 p.m. on Sunday, April 15th, 2012. 

I understand the contents of this agreement and hereby consent to abide by all rules and regulations outlined in this legally-binding contract.
